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Congratulations on your purchase of a GoFlight GF-MESM (Multi Engine Start Module, part of the extensive

family of GoFlight GF-AC Cockpit Control System modules. The GF-MESM is designed to operate with a wide variety of

aircraft and is sure to make your flight simulation

experience more realistic and enjoyable.

The steps below will assist in the installation, configuration and operation of the GF-MESM. Following these instructions

will help to get you up in the “virtual skies” as quickly as possible.

Installing the GF-MESM
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NOTE If you own other GoFlight hardware and have already installed the most current version of software on your system, you do not need to install the software again. Simply skip the software installation steps in the instructions below.

1. Get on line and go to www.goflightinc.com.
2. On the home page click Support tab then Latest Software Update
3. Click on Latest Software Up-date to download our latest module drivers and configuration

Software.

4. Click “Run” or “Save” and follow the instruction to load your software.

If the software installer detects that GoFlight software is already installed on your system, it

will prompt you to overwrite. Click the Yes button to overwrite the existing version of GoFlight software. This is useful if you wish to keep the configuration settings for other GoFlight modules installed on your system. However, you should first make sure that the software you are overwriting is an older version and not a newer one.

5. Plug the USB cable “B” connector end (square) into the connector on the back of the GF-MESM

circuit board.

6. Plug the USB cable “A” connector end (rectangular) to a USB port on your computer or USB hub. Once the operating system recognizes the GF-MESM, you will see the GF-MESM Picture on the left side of the program window. Each time you start GF-Config the picture indicates that the GF-MESM has been detected by your computer and is ready to use.

Installing the GF-MESM into the GoFlight Flight Deck Console
1. If you are planning to install the GF-MESM module into a GoFlight rack enclosure, install the module in any desired location in the enclosure. Fasten the module in place using the two thumbscrews that are included in the GF-MESM packaging being careful not to over-tighten them.
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1. After you install the GoFlight software and connected the GF-MESM for the first time, run the GF-Config program, which is located in your Programs menu under “GoFlight”. Verify that GF-Config displays a picture example representing the GF-MESM unit on the left-hand side of the program window. Click on the GF-MESM picture to show the configuration options in the right side of the program window.
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Configuring the GF-MESM
To Setup your GF-MESM for the default aircraft. 
In GF-Config use the cockpit function menu.
Example: Click on LStart knob turn CCW “Counter Clockwise” and set the cockpit function to

ENG_1_Starter_off.
Then click on LStart knob turn CW “Clockwise” and set the cockpit function to ENG_1_Starter_on

Repeat the process for the Right engine starter knob.

Note: There is no setting for the EGN Switch for the FS Default Aircraft.

The GF-MESM can also be used for add on aircraft using the Key Sequence feature.

To setup your GF MESM with add-on aircraft you will need to look at your add-on documentation to find the keystrokes that control the engine functions. Once you have found the keystrokes you will need to put them into GF-Config using the Key Sequence feature.

Open GF-Config and click on your MESM. Now to the right side of the program window choose the

Function to program. Then click on the Key Sequence and then Record. Now use your keyboard to set the keystroke for that function.

When you have finished selecting functions for your GF-MESM, exit GFConfig and run your Flight Sim

Program.

Note: The MESM also support’s FSUIPC for setting keystrokes.
